SPRING FEsTIVAL FOR PERFORMANCE EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT

The recognized band festivals of the State of West Virginia will be

held under the joint sponsorship of the West Virginia Bandmas-

ters’ Association and the West Virginia Secondary School Activi-
ties Commission as a music education event for the instrumen-
tal music students of West Virginia schools.

AllWVSSAC member schools (High School, Middle School/9th

Grade Schools) shall be required to participate in the festival of

their region if band is in their class schedule or if the school has

applied for and been granted a waiver. Waivers must be post-
marked by February 15. (See WVSSAC Rule 127-5-5.3)

Band Festivals may only be held with the sanction of the Second-

ary School Activities Commission.

To be sanctioned, a festival:

A) Must be held from the Monday of Week 38 to the Saturday of
Week 44 of the WVSSAC standardized calendar. The re-
gional director shall be responsible to determine the appro-
priate date which must be submitted to the WVSSAC prior
to June 1 of the year preceding the festival.

B) Mustbe held in a facility adequate to host a festival (i.e. warm-

up rooms with stands, acoustically acceptable performance

area, etc.,)

Must accept only bands that meet WVSSAC eligibility re-

quirements.

D) Mustsee that bands meet all Festival Plan requirements.

FESTIVAL PROCEDURE:

A) All music, with the exception of warm-up selections, must
be selected from the current WVBA Graded Music List. New
tittes may be added to the Graded Music List by submitting
them to the Graded Music List Chairman. Additions to the
Graded Music List are at the discretion of the chair-
man. Submissions for the current school year must be post-
marked no later than February 15. If a tune is not on the
current Graded Music List, a No Rating will be given and the
school will be notified accordingly. Two movements of a
suite or one movement of a symphony shall constitute one
selection. The WVBA Graded Music List may be accessed
at the following web site:

B) The Chairman of the Music Grading Committee will be ap-
pointed by the President of WVBA and approved by the
WVBA Executive Board. The chairman will then select his/
her own committee with the advice and consent of the Ex-
ecutive Board.
No music shall be prepared and entered by a school in a
festival more than once during any four consecutive years
for high school and three consecutive years for middle
schools. If the rule is not followed, the band will receive NR
and the SSAC will be notified. The Festival Director must
keep yearly records to enable the enforcement of this rule.
At the Festival, two separate selections from the current
Graded Music List shall constitute the audition program. A
warm-up selection may be played prior to these selections;
however, it is not to be adjudicated. The warm-up selection
may or may not be from the current Graded Music List.
E) The performance “level” of each band will be determined by
the adjudicated selections.

F) The five ratings to be used in adjudication are: I, I, Ill, IV, and
V.
G) Aband may choose to have “Comments Only” instead of a

rating; however, the music selected must still be selected
from the Graded Music List. The Festival Chair will estab-
lish the deadline for such request.

H) Adjudication ratings will be published as follows: SCHOOL,
LEVEL, RATING (e.g. COLUMBUS HIGH SCHOOL, LEVEL
VI, RATING II).

)  Sight reading shall be considered a festival option. If cho-
sen, a sight reading judge will be hired. After performing the
prepared festival music, the band will proceed to another
performance areato read at sight a selection one level lower
than the lowest level prepared. The sight reading grade will
be considered separate from the other festival rating.

FEES: Afee of aminimum of $150.00 will be assessed for each
band. This fee shall be sent to the director of the regional
festival. Ifitis not postmarked no later than March 1 or at the
discretion of the Festival Director. Participation by the band will
be at the discretion of the Festival Director. In the event the Fes-
tival Director elects to waive the March 1st deadline, a $50.00
fine will be assessed and must be paid on or before the perfor-
mance date.

Fee for Non-Participating Bands & Sanctions

If a band does not participate in the festival or is not granted a
waiver, a fee of $150.00 will still be assessed and due by
March 1. Failure to pay the fee will result in Courtesy
and Identification Cards for that school being withheld
until payment is received.

Adjudicators:

A) Festival judges shall be selected from a list of qualified adju-
dicators approved by the West Virginia Bandmasters’ Asso-
ciation. The assignment of festival judges will be made by
the festival director with the assistance of the WVSSAC.

B) Additions to and deletions from the list of approved adjudica-
tors may be made by submitting recommendations to the
WVBA Executive Board. Festival Directors and bandmas-
ters from each region may recommend qualified adjudica-
tors to the WVSSAC. These individuals may be exempt from
the required adjudicators’ training.

Each band will be adjudicated on its prepared selections by
three judges.

The official rating form approved by the WVBA shall be used
for the adjudication.

E) For adjudicating a band festival, each judge shall be paid a
fee of $200.00 and expenses which are to include a mini-
mum of $.31/mile travel and not more than $20.00 per day
for meals. In addition, the Festival Director shall arrange
suitable housing for the judges at the expense of the festival.

F) Eachjudge shall be supplied a numbered score of the audi-

tion music to be adjudicated. Judges are not to receive scores

of warm-up selections. Photo copies are only permitted as

provided by the US Copyright Law. If the rule is not followed,

the regional director must notify the WVSSAC.

Judges shall use both recorded comments and adjudication

forms to evaluate and assess each band.

H) Sight reading adjudicators do not have to be on the approved
adjudicators list.

The Festival Director shall be someone closely associated with

music education. The Director is responsible for all affairs of the

festival. The Director shall submit a Festival Report to the WVS-

SAC no later than ten working days following the festival. This

report shall consist of the financial report, ratings of each band,

and a festival fee in the amount of $150.00.

Final authority in case of disputes or interpretation of rules shall

rest with the WVSSAC.

Part of the excitement at many of our interscholastic basketball con-
testsinvolvesthe spirited music supplied by apep or jazz band. The perfor-
mances of the musical group are enjoyed by all attending the game. To
ensurefull appreciation of thegroup’sperformances, certain guidelines, indi-
cating when to play, should befollowed. Band directorsarereminded that as
acourtesy to the teams and cheerleaders of both schools, the performances
by the band should be limited to a certain schedule. The guidelines listed
below indicate an appropriate playing schedul e for the band.

Guidelines for bands performing at basketball contests:

1) Theband should play beforethe gamebegins. Thedirector should
coordinate the schedul e so that team members may be announced
if desired by the host schoal.

Band membersin uniform of thetwo participating schoolsshall be ad-
mitted to the gamefree. During the half-timeintermission of the game, the
visiting team band shall perform first and be prepared to start its perfor-
mance immediately after the end of thefirst-half play. Performance by the
visiting team band shall not exceed ten (10) minutesincluding timeto get on
and off thefield. Performance by the home team band shall not exceed ten

2) Theband should play at halftime of the contest.

3) Theband may play at the end of the contest if desired.

4) Theband should not play during time-outs or the break between
quartersin order to allow the cheerleadersthe opportunity to lead
cheers. Playersand coaches need to be ableto communicatewith
each other during time-outs.

5) Musical instruments may not be used as noise makers during the
contests.

The band director and his/her performing group will display courtesy
and respect to the players and cheerleaders by playing at specific times.
With good planning and cooperation, the school pep band will beanintegral
part of the excitement and spirit of the contests.

Procedures fortryouts shall be decided by individual schools. Cheer
tryouts may not be held until the beginning date for the cheer season.
An orientation session may be held priortothe lastday of each year's
school term. The maximum allowance for the session is one
date, one hour. This shall be ameeting to inform parents and
students of the school's cheer program. This is an orientation
session forinformation only; no cheer activities or instruction
may occur.

It is strongly recommended that cheer teams be chosen by the
coach.

Fund-raising - Fund-raising by cheerteams will be allowed from the
beginning of the season until the last studentinstructional day of the
school year. However, fund-raising between the end of the season
(elimination of basketball team) and the last instructional day
cannot be cheer performance or skill based and only the current
cheer team may be involved. Fundraising in couny approved 3
week window is permitted.

Restriction on Competition--In order to qualify for any competitions,
cheerleading teams of member schools musthave participatedinthe
most recently conducted regional cheer competition (high school
teamsonly). Failureto competeinthemostrecently conducted
regional cheer competition will resultin restriction of compet-
ing in any other competition for 365 days.

State Basketball Tournament Regulations - Cheer teams whose
basketball teams are involved in state tournament play should refer
to regulations outlined in the WVSSAC Cheer Manual.

No stunting is allowed during foul shots in basketball.

No stunting is allowed during play or warm-ups.
No standing behind free throw lane extended.

Basketball Cheering Regulation - When cheering at basketball
contests, the cheer team is not allowed to enter the court during a
thirty (30) second time out.

acceptable.

Cheerleading teams may participate only in competitions which are
SANCTIONED by the WVSSAC. Only WV certified judges may
be used. A minimum of one Safety Judge is required. Refer
to Cheer Manual for further information.

Requirementfor Choreographers:

Anyindividual wanting to do choreography foramember school must
complete one of the 4 hour trainings - The written test is opttional.

During the cheer season, each school is allowed five one-date
outside assistance sessions. This regulation applies to all assis-
tance outside the county professional system whether paid or not
(camps, clinics, outside assistance, etc.,). If someone other than
the contracted coach is used for any amount of time, any one date,
or for any number of team members, it constitutes one of the dates.
Cheer coaches within the same county feeder program may assist
each other as long as no compensation is given for the assistance.
This regulation is five dates per school, NOT per team.
Coaches are encouraged to choreograph their own routines.

By principal permission, cheer coaches may participate in cheer
activities with students during county approved 3 week window and
Principal approved 6 flex days.

All middle and high school cheer coaches must submit the Cheer
Injury Report CC-5A and CC-5B by deadline. Failure to do this will
resultin a $50.00 fine per form.

All midriffs and torsos (includes front and back of body) must be
covered. No cutouts are permitted and uniforms must have a
standard front and back neckline (v-neck, scoop or square). Sheer
material is not permitted on the torso. Sequins, glitter, beads,
rhinestones, studs or other adornments that are not made of uniform
material are not legal.

When a skirt is worn, it is required that it must fully cover the hips.
The required full cut briefs must be completely covered by the skirt
and must fall a minimum of 2” below for boy cut briefs and 3" below
for regular briefs. When skorts are worn as part of the uniform, the
inseam must be a minimum of 3”. No shorts or capris are permitted
as partof uniform. Shorts may be worn as part ofthe practice apparel
and shortsthatare notlycra are allowed at Pep Rallies and “Meet the
Team” events. BEGINNING 2018-2019 ALL SCHOOLS WILL
ONLYBEPERMITTEDTOWEARBOY BRIEFS. Check WVSSAC
Cheer Manual for clarification.

Hats, body paint, face paint, and facial mascot stickers are not
allowed during competition. Of the four items listed, ONLY tempo-
rary facialmascot tattoos and face paintare allowed during regular
season participation. Glitter, shimmer, or dustthat does notadhere
to body is prohibited. Attached eyelashes are not permitted.

No jewelry is allowed at any time. This includes all body piercing
jewelry. Athlete mustremove all jewelry or be removed from activity.

Hair Regulations - Allmembers of the cheer team must have hair off
the shoulders and away fromthe face regardlessif he/she is abase,
top person, or spotter. Itis considered unsafe for any team member
tohavetheir hairintheir eyes or their natural hairina ponytail or braid
hanging belowthe natural braline. Hair pieces and/or hair extensions
may not hang below the nape of the neck.

Basket Tosses performed on any surface are illegal for all cheer
squads in WV.

Handheld signs are allowed if held by ateam member with both feet
onthe floor. The sign may be handed to a top person; however the
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sign must be handed back to a cheerleader who is not a base or
spotter and has both feet on the floor before any dismounts occur.

C) Casts - Casts that are not removable are not permitted during
tumbling and stunting.

D) Asingletwisttoacradle dismountis permitted. Airborne Twisting
Tumbling Skills with the exception of aerials, round-offs and
cartwheels are illegal. (NF 2-10-7 grass, mat, rubberized track
exception does not apply in WV)

E) Suspended Split - see rule 2-8-14 NFHS Rules Book.

POINTS OF EMPHASIS

A) Cheercoachesare remindedthatallWVSSAC rules and regulations
apply to the sportof cheerleading. Violators of rules and regulations
willbe assessed appropriate penalties. Itisthe coach's responsibil-
ity to be knowledgeable of the rules and to ensure that all members
ofthe cheer program adhere tothe rules and determine readiness to
perform all stunts.

B) Participation at games/contests is limited to a school's spirit team.
All mascots must be enrolled in the school and meet all eligibility
rules for participation. This regulation must be strictly enforced to
provide for the safety of all individuals.

C) Tumbling classes mustbe voluntary onthe partof each cheerleader.
Tumbling class(es) must not be required for the purpose of tryouts
OR participation on a school cheer squad unless it is part of one of
your 5 dates of outside assistance.

D) During the school year and while a member of a middle or high
school team, a student shall neither participate on any formally
organized non-school team in the same sport, nor shall the student
compete as an individual unattached in non-school formally orga-
nized competitioninthe same sport. Participationincludes practice,
fundraising, team pictures, etc. This rule has nothing to do with
whether your team competes in competitions. The release date for
Cheer is the elimination from Regional Tournament or the State
Tournament. At this time, they may participate provided:

1) participation is approved by the student's principal.
2) the student misses no school-sponsored activity

H) Freestanding spotter must have arms fully extended until flyer is
cradled and cannot assist in building the stunt.

) Any member of a freshman team in a four year high school that
participates on a junior varsity or varsity team is ineligible to return
to the freshman team.

J)  NO STUNT INVERSIONS WILL BE PERMITTED. NO EXCEP-
TIONS.

V. TOURNAMENTS

ALL TOURNAMENT DIRECTORS ARE REMINDED TO READ THE
DIRECTOR'S MANUAL BEFORE ANY PREPARATIONS ARE MADE
FORATOURNAMENT. The necessary forms/reports thatmust be filed
withthe WVSSAC office can be found with the instructions for each sport.

Tobeeligibleto participateinregional and state cheer competition,
each member of the team must have participated in a minimum of
70%oftheteam activities from 1stday of theseasonthrough Regional
and State Competition. This includes all activities of the team (i.e.
cheering as a support group at other sport contests, fund raisers,
practices,cheercompetitions/invitationals, peprallies, clinics,camps,
etc.). Itwillbethecoach's responsibility to verify that each member
has complied with the 70%regulation. The 70%ruleis notintended
to penalize cheerleaders who have not been ableto actively partici-
pate dueto injury verified by a physician or grades.

Coaches are permitted to move a lower level cheerleader up to
replacetheloss ofavarsity team member. If you have no lower level
squad, you may hold atryout. All other rules apply to new athlete.

A)  The competition format will include a 30-40 second technical and a
2 minute 30 second openroutine. The technical portion willmake up
30% of the total score and will be scored at end of technical portion.

1)  Minimum thirty second technical portion must:

a) Comprise aminimum of the first 30 seconds of the routine,
but not exceed 40 seconds. Time will stop and technical
will be judged.

b)  No pyramids, partner stunts, props (poms), music, gym-
nastics, tumbling, bracing or touching.

For the technical to indicate the beginning of the time, one team
member will raise the right arm fully extended. The arm must drop
forward immediately and the time will begin. No motions, words,
actions, etc., may begin before this time. This includes such actions
as salutes or stomps, etc. Forthe open to indicate the beginning of
time, the right arm is to be fully extended and remain so until first
word, motion or music.

Time STOPS when ALL cheerleaders have returned to the cheer
surface.

No restarting of time is allowed except for amechanical failure or an
injury, as determined by Head Safety Judge.

All routine music shall be provided and a backup shall be available.
iPod or MP3 may be used. Coach must provide cable. For regional
competition, coaches must contactthe Regional Director to determine
availability of iPod or MP3. All music must meet US Copyright
laws.

If dance is incorporated, there must be a minimum of 8
consecutive 8-counts of full squad dance in order to earn any
of the possible points.

I. GENERAL INFORMATION:

The course for all races will be 5,000 meters. The only exception
would be due to limitation of the course.

Team members must have 14 practices on 14 separate days before
the first meet. If a team member is participating in a second fall
sport, they must have at least seven days of practice for that sport.
(See Rule 127-2-13)

All Cross Country meets must be scored according to National
Federation Rule 9, Section 2, Articles 1-6, of the 2017 Track and
Field and Cross Country Rules Book.

No student should be permitted to participate in the program until
he/she has provided the school with a Physical Examination Form
properly filled out by a competent physician and signed by parent.

It is recommended that the host school for the regional make the
course available during the regular season to enable participating
schools the opportunity to compete on the course.

All ATV riders should wear helmets. No passengers are allowed.

Recommended that all regular season meets follow the running or-
der of State Meet.

II. RULESAND REGULATIONS:

A.

A team shall consist of at least five but no more than seven runners.
For a team to count in any meet, at least five members must finish
the event.

During the regular season, it is optional for a team with four (4)
runners to factor in the score of the last place runner for the team to
count that event. The meet director should be informed prior to the
start of the meet.

A school must have competed in no fewer than five regularly sched-
uled interscholastic meets in order to enter the Regional and State
meets.

Uniforms: Coaches are responsible for their participants comply-

ing to the National Federation Cross Country rules governing com-

petitors uniforms.

1. The waistband of a competitor's shorts shall be worn above
the hips.

2. Participants are forbidden from wearing sunglasses and caps:
Hair pins made of soft material or rubber bands may be wornin
the hair.

3. Participants may not have an object such as a straw, pencil,
or other objects in or about the mouth.
Gloves may be worn during the season.
Runners may wear a wristwatch or chronograph (no hand
held stopwatch allowed).
Penalty: For illegal uniform, the competitor is disqualified
from the event.

E. Since cross country is not included in the Limited Team Member-
ship Rule, students participating in any running event as an indi-
vidual while a member of his/her school team may accept a medal,
trophy, cup, certificate, ribbon, plague, unattached letter, unattached
chevron or any similar award.

F. Coach: No team or individual will be allowed to compete in any
meet unless accompanied by a coach or professional faculty repre-
sentative. Teams and individual entries unaccompanied by such
coach or professional faculty representative will be disqualified.

G. Consideration for medical transportation should occur at all
meets.

H. Wireless communication between coaches is prohibited.

I. No athlete is permitted to run in a meet until all practice re-
guirements are met.

There will be no junior varsity competition at Regional meets.

K. Eligibility forms will not be sent to Regional Directors; how-
ever, entry forms must be sent.

. GENERAL INFORMATION

A.

The golf season begins on Monday of Week 5 (July 30) and an
interscholastic match may be held on any day (except Sunday)
thereafter. The season ends upon tournament elimination.

Golf coaches shall receive a preseason mailing with information
explaining how to access the online “Coaches Packet”. Addition-
ally, a current Golf Rules Book will be included in this mailing.

Each school must complete the Golf Entry Form in the WVSSAC
Entry Form Book and return the original to the Regional Director by
September 17. The form may be submitted by fax, mail or email.
Failure to submit by the deadline will result in a $25.00 fine.

Coach Requirements - Each team or individual entering season
matches or the tournament series must be accompanied by the
coach or amember of the professional school faculty so designated
as the principal’s representative. Noncompliance with this rule will
result in disqualification and/or suspension.

Sportsmanship - Student participation in athletic contests is a privi-
lege. Each student athlete is expected to conduct himself or her-
self in an exemplary manner while competing. Any infractions or
disqualifications of a player (individual) or team at the State Tourna-
ment must be reviewed by the Golf Committee, the Tournament
Director, and the host professional.

Maximum Team Contests: A high school golf team will be per-
mitted to play no more than 18 varsity matches, 18 JV matches,
and 18 girls JV matches. A male or female participant may play
no more than a total of 18 matches exclusive of regional and state
tournament contests between the varsity, JV, and girl's JV matches.
Girls who participate on school teams who do not have a minimum
of three female participants may participate as individuals in girls
varsity matches as long as the total number of matches they play
between Varsity, JV and Girls JV does not exceed 18. Each inter-
scholastic contest counts as one, whether it is 9 or 18 holes, and
regardless of number of opponents.

II.  RULES AND REGULATIONS (Coaches and Participants)

A.

Students may participate as an individual in any golf event not spon-
sored by their school while a member of their school team (Rule
127-2-10 — Non-school Participation). Any award received in
school or outside participation must be consistent with West Vir-
ginia Secondary School Activities Commission Rule 127-3-5 —
Awards.

Girls’ Tees - Females are allowed to use a forward tee area when
competing on a boys’ team. The women'’s (red) tees on courses
are usually set at an appropriate distance from the men’s white tee
to allow for hazards and lay of the fairway to provide similar play
from tee to green for both males and females. If there is not a
distinction of separate tee areas, the girls’ tees must be set at 85%
of the distance of boys.

NOTE: Coaches are to prepare a document that defines a tee for
each course on which competition is to be held. This is to be done
by the home coach and to be shared with visiting coaches prior to
competition. The intent of the committee and the Board of Direc-
tors is to encourage female interest so that there will be adequate
female participation to have girls’ teams and eventually a girls’ state
tournament.

C. Smoking or the use of tobacco products on the course or near the
clubhouse is not permitted. Violation will result in disqualification.

D. Summer rules shall be observed in all season and tournament play.

E. Allseason and tournament play will be played under USGA Rules
except when WVSSAC rules prevail.

F. Dress Code -All participants and coaches are expected to be in
proper dress. A boy/girl must be attired in a shirt with a collar (not
sleeveless, turtle and mockturtle are acceptable) and golf slacks.
NO BLUE JEANS. NOTE: Bermuda shorts (not cut-off or frayed)
are permissible. Golf shoes or ripple soles, if permitted by the
course, will be worn. The tournament director will make decisions
concerning questions of proper dress. Participants not properly
dressed cannot participate.

G. No golfer may receive advice, coaching or instruction from
parents, spectators or others during play. Any participant in
violation of this rule will be subject to disqualification. The
only exception is the head coach may coach the entire course
except for putting greens and sand bunkers. This coaching
rule should be in effect during regular season, regional and
state tournament competition.

H. Teams may be made up of 4 or more individuals for regular season
and 3 or 4 for Regional/State Tournament play. Regular season
count the lowest 4 scores. Regional/State Tournament count the
lowest 3 scores. Teams may also participate in match play compe-
tition. At least 6 regular season contests must be stroke play.

I.  Use of cell phone (phoneringing is considered usage) is pro-
hibited. Penalty for first offence is 2 shots. Penalty for sec-
ond offenseis disqualification.

J. Range Finders/GPS may be used during the regular season,
regional matches and the State Tournament. Golfers are
encouraged to share yardage distance with golfers who do
not have a range finder/GPS instrument.

A school with less than three play-
ers may enter the Regional contest for medalist honors only
providing those teams have participated in six (6) or more regular
season contests.

2. Failure to return a score card or unsportsmanlike con-
duct on the part of any player during the tournament
shall cause that individual to be disqualified. That indi-
vidual disqualified for any unsportsmanlike act will be
ineligible for the duration of that tournament and the
next two regular scheduled contests (see West Virginia
Secondary School Activities Commission Rule 127-4-3).

The individual may not be replaced in the day or the
round in which he/she was disqualified. The above does
not apply to a rule infraction causing an individual’s disqualifi-
cation or sickness or injury on the golf course.

The aggregate score of the low three team members in Re-
gional and State shall be counted on a daily basis.

The coach or professional faculty member from their school
designated by the principal must submit to the Director or
Assistant Director one half hour before the starting time, a list
of player(s) expected to participate. This time is necessary to
make any changes. Any second day changes must follow the
same procedure.

All ties for medalist shall be played off using the “sudden
death” method in Regional and State Tournament play.

Individuals and teams entering a tournament shall be advised
that they are guests of the club at which the tournament is
being held and as such shall conduct themselves and repre-
sent their schools accordingly.

Awards - The West Virginia Secondary School Activities Com-
mission will provide a plaque to the winning team in each re-
gion.

In the State Tournament, plaques will be provided for the win-
ning and runner-up teams. In addition, awards will go to the
individual medalist and THE 8 (PLUS TIES) ALL TOURNA-
MENT TEAM SELECTIONS (8 LOWEST SCORES).

Carts, pull or non-motorized, may be used at the discrection
of the host golf course.

Regional Tournament

1.

Each school will be assessed a $50.00 Regional Entry Fee
to cover the cost of the Regional Tournament. These fees
must be submitted to the regional director.

In order to qualify a team or individual for the Regional Tourna-
ment, schools must have participated in at least six (6) inter-
scholastic matches during the season. Those six (6) matches
must be on six (6) different days. In the event a school
does not have enough participants to compete as ateam
but an individual(s) (up to 2) from the school wishes to
compete for medalist honors, the individual must have
competed in at least six (6) matches on six (6) different
days.

There are no restrictions on practice play or interscholastic
matches on the regional site of the tournament other than the
day of the Regional Tournament. No practice rounds are per-
mitted on Sundays, as per WVSSAC Rule 127-3-14.

Unless schools are notified to the contrary, the Regionals will
be played at the sites on the dates listed on the regional align-
ments. (9:00 am unless specified otherwise.) Schools should
report 30 minutes prior to tee time. It will be the responsibility
of the regional director to contact the schools with any alter-
ation in dates or times. It may be necessary to use shot gun
start at some courses.

Pairing for Regional play shall be determined by the regional
director. Participants shall be from separate schools when-
ever possible but within the same classification. Golfers are
to be paired by scoring averages.

State Tournament Qualification - Each Regional Tourna-
ment shall qualify two teams per class for the State Tourna-
ment. In the event of a tie for first and second place, the
fourth golfers score on each team will be added to the
team total score as the first tie breaker. Any teams tied for

low score after the first tie breaker shall play off via the “sud-
den death” method - best ball team play which will consist of
four players for each team, scoring best three.

The top two individual golfers who have the lowest score
and are not on the winning teams will qualify for State Tourna-
ment Playoff.

and second place.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

A.

The State Tournament will be held at YMCA Youth Sports Complex,
Beckley; Tim Carrico, AD and Dave Laraba, Woodrow Wilson High
School will serve as Co-Tournament Directors.

The Spalding TF-5000 Soccer Ball will be the official tourna-
ment ball.

Supervision and Security - It was strongly recommended that
proper administrative supervision and protection for game
officials be provided at the home site.

All sectional and regional tournament games will use three (3) offi-
cials. Afourth official will be used in the State Tournament. Regular
season will use diagonal system or dual system.

Officials should carry two (2) shirts approved by the State Associa-
tion to insure that the colors contrast with the players. Accepted
jerseys for officials are NISOA jerseys or USSFS jerseys. Officials
working a contest must be wearing the same uniform.

The host school shall provide a score table and scorekeeper,
and at least 2 ball holders shall be used for all contests. The
committee recommends that officials turn in a Special Re-
port when the table and scorekeeper are not provided.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

A.

Regular season games will not play overtime.

For all tournament play, the following overtime procedure
will be used during a regular season tournament and post
season play:

1. In agame tied after the end of regulation there will be
afive minute intermission and a coin toss shall be held
as in Rule 5-2-2-d

2. A sudden victory 10 minute overtime period will be
played. If at the end of the first overtime period, the
score remains tied, a second sudden victory 10 minute
overtime will be played. Teams will switch ends at the
end of the first overtime period. A two minute break
will occur between the overtime periods.

3. If atie still exists after the two 10 minute overtimes, a
kick from the mark will occur as described in the tie-
breaking procedure in the NFHS rule book.

Suspended Game Rule - As per NFHS rules, a game suspended
after completion of one complete half or more shall be an official
game. Ifless than one-half of the game has been played, the game
shall be restarted from the suspension of play.

Ateam roster is to be presented to the official before the start of the
game. This roster is to have names of all members of the team
including coaches, players, managers, etc. Only those members
listed on this roster are permitted in the team bench area.
Violation will result in “yellow card” for unsportsmanlike conduct. If

there is no fence, a barrier or marking must be put around the entire
field at least 10 feet from playing surface. This is mandatory for
Sectional, Regional, and State Tournaments. The head coach is
responsible for all people in the bench area.

Red and Yellow Cards - Player receiving a red card shall be ejected
and one receiving yellow/red cards will be disqualified. A player
receiving a soft red will not be replaced. His/her team must play the
remainder with one fewer players. Ejection will be for reasons as
given in Rule 12-8-3 and that player will be suspended as provided
by WVSSAC Ejection Policy. A disqualified player will not be sub-
jectto the WVSSAC Ejection Policy. Coaches cannot get disquali-
fied, but they can get ejected.

TOURNAMENTS:

Points of Emphasis

1. Uniforms: The hometeam shall wear dark colored shirts
and socks, and the visiting team shall wear white shirts
and socks. Both socks shall be the same color but not nec-
essarily the color of the shirt. If other visible apparel is worn
under the uniform, it shall be of the same color. All team
members do not have to wear the additional apparel. Shin
Guards are mandatory for regular season and tournaments
and should be fully covered by the socks.

2. Warm-up Period: Atwenty-five minute warm-up period shall
be provided for all tournament games.

3. With 5 minutes remaining on the 25 minute warm-up, cap-
tains, coaches and officials will hold pre-game conference.

4. Coin Toss: Prior to warm-up, the officials will call team cap-
tains together for the coin toss. Visiting team will call the
toss.

5. Team Admittance and Passes: Twenty-two players and five
staff personnel will be admitted at the pass gate by a typewrit-
ten list certified by the high school principal. Only these listed
people will be permitted on the sideline or in the bench area at
the regional and state level of competition.

6. Pass-Outs: No pass-outs will be given at any game site.

7. Signs: Refer to Spectator Support Information published in
The Interscholastic.

8. Radio/Press/Photographers: All requests for space shall be
directed to the Tournament Director. Proper credentials must
be presented for admission at pass gate.

9. Televisions: Television requests for sectionals shall be directed
to the Tournament Director. Television requests for Regional
or State matches shall be directed to the WVSSAC office.

10. Filming or Videotaping: Videotaping or filming of a tournament
contest is permitted under the guidelines of the tournament
director.

11. Cheerleaders - Each school must submit a list of cheerlead-
ers not to exceed 15 members to the Tournament Director. No
arrangements have been made for housing or reimbursement
for travel.

as any color which contrasts with white), and the visiting team shall wear
solid white jerseys and solid white socks.

The Spalding VB5 volleyball is the official ball for this year. The Spalding
ball will be used in all tournament play. Schools will be permitted to
use a NFHS approved colored panel ball during regular season (NFHS
3-2-1). For Sectional, Regional and State Tournament play a white
Spalding ball will be used.

Facility safety (obstructions, obstacles, etc.,) is the host admin-
istration and officials’ responsibility.

The warm-up time for all levels of competition is now 2-6-6 for a total
of 14 minutes. The first two minutes, both teams have access to
their side of the court. At the end of two minutes, a horn or whistle
will sound and the team that won the coin toss will take the floor
for six minutes. If ateam wants to practice serving, it must be done
during these six minutes. Both teams will not practice serving at
the same time. At the end of the first six minutes warm-up, a horn
or whistle will sound and the opposing team will have the floor for six
minutes.

It is also important for coaches to know that officials do not
dictate what a team does during its warm-up time. That is up
to the coach as to what is done during this time.

Scorekeepers - Must have 2 Scorekeepers. One Scorekeeper for
the game book and one Scorekeeper for the libro player. Both Score-
keepers must be at the score table. Both Scorekeepers must be
trained.

Line Judges - Line judges are required for the regular season. All
Line Judges must be trained. Line Judges cannot be players in
uniform. Whenever possible, use WVSSAC certified officials.

Line Judges must be present at the match site a minimum of 20
minutes prior to the start of the match.

Line Judges are required for sectional, regional, and state contests.
These line judges must be WVSSAC registered officials.

It is recommended that school personnel meet with the local offi-
cials’ board prior to the season to discuss assignment of officials
and officiating fees.

The WVSSAC promotes good sportsmanship in all sport programs.
We encourage you to inform parents and athletes of the importance
of good sportsmanship.

Preseason Meetings: It is highly recommended that all coaches
conduct preseason meetings for their players and parents. In addi-
tion to their own rules and regulations, coaches must address play-
ers on taunting, conduct, and sportsmanship rules before the first
regular season match. Good sportsmanship is to be practiced
by all team personnel during warm-ups.

Officials must strictly enforce all taunting, conduct, and sportsman-
ship rules.

Home team management will be responsible for providing volleyballs
for all high school duals, tri and quad’s. When three courts are used,
teams should bring their own volleyballs.

Players are not allowed to wear face, hair or body paint or mascot
stickers while participating in a contest. Permanent magic marker
markings are not allowed. Permanent tattoos are permitted provided
they are not objectionable. If determined objectionable by the offi-
cial, the tattoo must be covered.

A team must have participated in twelve (12) matches to be eligible
for sectional tournament competition (high school only).

A high school volleyball team will be permitted to play in no
more than 22 (dates) exclusive of sectional, regional, and state
contests.

Dual, triangular and quadrangular matches count as one date.

In high school dual competition, a player may participate in a maxi-
mum of six (6) sets against the same opponent if the varsity match is
3 of 5 sets.
